Country goals and objectives in LGBT Health
Bosnia and Herzegovina

Goal: Visibility of LGBT people within the health system

· Objective #1: Joint research on GLBT presence within the health system in terms of two pieces of sub-research – research of health providers and research of users. (6 months)

· Objective #2: Comparative research of awareness on risky behaviors among GLBT population.

· Objective #3: Establishing project of reintegration, resocialization, and rehabilitation of GLBT people living with HIV/AIDS to be implemented through a series of workshops, schools, and trainings.

Hungary

Goal: Policies and standards ensuring equitable access to appropriate mental health services for LGBTIQ persons.

· Objective #1: Foundation of a professional organization of gender-aware mental health providers by 2007.

· Objective #2: Convince national mental health faculty to include training on LGBTIQ in university training of psychologists and social workers by 2008.

· Objective #3: Lobbying chambers or associations of psychologists and social workers to adopt standards ensuring appropriate mental health services for LGBTIQ people by 2010.

Macedonia

Goal: Ministry of Health will issue standards in medical practice suitable and specific for LGBT clients by 2010.

· Objective #1: Research on current situation of people working in the medical practice.

· Objective #2: Create training based on research that will train medical professionals.

· Objective #3: Set standards that are sensitive to the LGBT population.

Moldova

Goal: By 2010, create an environment in which LGBT community in Moldova benefit from an accessible quality prevention-oriented mental health service. 

· Objective #1: Develop a solid partnership with local and international actors in mental health by 2009 that will issue standards in LGBT mental health care.

· Objective #2: Advocate for an inclusive mental health policy in Moldova by 2009.

· Objective #3: Develop an adequate LGBT university curriculum for mental health faculties by 2010.

· Objective #4: Train mental health providers to assist the LGBT community by 2010.

· Objective #5: Raise awareness among LGBT community in Moldova by 2010.

Romania

Goal: By 2010, create policies and standards to support appropriate services for transgender people in the medical, social, legal areas in Romania.

· Objective #1: Target Ministry of Justice and Associate of Magistrates and partner with Center for Legal Resources to Create regulation on legal identity change by 2008.

· Objective #2: Create procedures and standards for the reassignment process by 2007-8, targeting Ministry of Health and the College of Physicians.

· Objective #3: (not necessarily in advocacy – to monitor whether providers understand what the standards are and whether they are implementing them) Educating providers like judges, lawyers and medical staff and police officers for delivering professional services towards TG people between 2008 and 2010 using the training of trainers approach, working with National Council for Combating Discrimination, Ministry of Health, Ministry of the Interior, Romanian Psychiatric Association and Romanian Psychological Association. Second part: to evaluate two years later how well standards are being implemented.

· Additional objective: Work with Ministry of Health to make sure national insurance covers all procedures including pre and post for sexual reassignment surgery.
