"We have to teach to what degeneration homosexuality leads to"

Interview with a new Director of the Centre for Teacher Development Teresa Łecka

 

Aleksandra Pezda: The crux of the argument between Sielatycki (former head of the Centre for Teacher Development) with  minister Giertych was in the discussion about tolerance. For instance – can you talk about homosexuality in schools. What do you think? 

 

Teresa Łęcka:

Bad patterns should not be introduced into schools because it is the school's role to teach the distinction between good and evil, between beauty and ugliness. The school must prepare the young person for a debate about homosexuality, it must show the drama, emptiness and degeneration that the homosexual practices lead to. Young people do not have a well-grounded model of the world, proper patterns, this is why the teacher should point them towards what is good. The teacher should set the example himself, because children are apt to use the patterns they can observe. These patterns outline the limits of freedom for the young people. 

 

Homosexuality constitutes "wrongful, bad patterns"?



Active homosexuality is a practice that is contrary to human nature. Polish school should prefer good patterns that lead to family relationships. 


Would you allow to use the official manual of the European Council "Compass" in schools?

 

-Poland is a country of values, where the basic value is a nirmal family. Schools need manuals that support their activities when it comes to educating young people to form their own families and this is why one should take great care with choosing and disctributing manuals.

The first reading of the government draft of the National Education Institute Act

 

Deputy Prime Minister and Minister of National Education Roman Giertych:

 

(...)

The issue of the Main Teachers' Training Center (CODN), so fiercely criticized, so strongly voiced in various statements made in the media and the Sejm; even the European Parliament dealt with the thing. Ladies and gentlemen, let me quote the textbook that became the reason for the dismissal of the director of CODN.

 

(...)

I will read this to you also because there are things that need to be clarified, especially in the context of today's press attacks. The accusation that was formulated today was such that the textbook does not at all deal with matters that were the reason for the dismissal of Mr. Sielatycki (CODN director). It's about the Compass, the textbook prepared by CODN for compulsory use by teachers. It is compulsory because teachers are obliged to continue to educate themselves. I quote: "Get in contact with a gay and lesbian organization in your country. Finding information about them means you've already taken action. Invite a representative of the organization to a meeting." Ladies and gentlemen, what follows is a list of what organizations should be invited to meetings. There's a number of them, like the Campaign against Homophobia, the Lambda Association in Poland, the educational portal "I'm gay, I'm lesbian, get to know us!" and so on. Ladies and gentlemen, a textbook for Polish teacher proposed to organize meetings with representatives of those organizations. And where were those meetings supposed to be held? It's a textbook for teachers, so obviously in schools. Let me add that when it comes to the Campaign against Homophobia, the organization of a Warsaw MP-candidate of the Democratic Left Alliance (SLD), Mr. Biedroń, this organization was added into the list. This organization was not listed in the textbook that the Council of Europe promoted in some way. It was added during the preparation by CODN.

 

So based on this, ladies and gentlemen, we already have and continue to gather this information, and we know that meetings were organized. Attempts were made to organize meetings with the Campaign against Homophobia.

 

    (Tomasz Kulesza, MP: Minister, in how many schools?)

 

Tell me, and I address this question also to the MPs of the Civic Platform (PO), do you support a school that will have meetings attended by someone sent by Mr. Biedroń and explain things to children? And what things? Well, here's another quote from the textbook: that gay and lesbian couples in all of Europe are victims of legal discrimination when it comes to the right to get married, to create families, which means they cannot enjoy the same social status that heterosexual couples can.

 

And what follows is the statement that it is discriminatory to refuse homosexuals to adopt children. Is this what we want taught in Polish schools? Must we agree that Polish schools organize such operations at our cost and against the curricula? And that's not just one example, because we've seen in previous years, especially during the governments of the leftist parties, entire campaigns aimed at convincing the Polish educational system to disseminate homosexual propaganda. There were camps for children and youth, during which Mr. Biedroń and the Campaign against Homophobia, which according to the textbook should be invited to meet Polish children and teachers, taught about how gender is a matter of convention, that it can be changed several times in one's lifetime; camps where young people were put in coeducational rooms for the night just to prove that gender doesn't matter; camps where boys were being dressed up as girls and girls as boys, where visits of German transvestites in Polish nurseries were organized. This is also what we've dealt with there. A large might organization, in a sense an international one as well, which was supposed to encourage the Polish educational system to do things they do in the Netherlands or Belgium. There will be no agreement in this ministry for such an operation. (Applause). No matter what demonstrators at Equality Parades will be shouting in the future, no matter what the scandalizing MP Senyszyn will be saying during such parades, no matter what will be going on in various party bulletins, the Polish school will not go in this direction.

 “Lesbians, gays, zoophiles (lovers of beastiality), who next? That’s syphilization” – this banner was hung from the window of PiS’s office in Kościerzyna by party activists. “The style is a bit strong, but if you shake a hornet’s nest, you’re going to get stung. This is a reply to the gay parade” –  Tadeusz Cymański, leader of the Pomorski branch of PiS, contends

The banner took the place of the ordinary banner with the party logo. The politicians intensified their attack on homosexuals by using an appeal to John Paul II: “Today lesbo-gays, tomorrow lovers of bestiality, who on the day after tomorrow? Is this what freedom and democracy are supposed to look like? That is syphilization! The most distinguished of all Poles is looking down from God’s Home. Where does the Polish nation intend to go.”

The author, Waldemar Bonkowski, the party head of the Kościerski branch and a member of the national Political Council of PiS, is proud of his work. “I reacted in the following way to the parade of the gays,” he says. “Homosexuals are sick people, privately they can do what they want, but they shouldn’t publicly display their preferences. Our pope definitely wouldn’t have liked their behavior.

Quoting from the article:
 

"State Prosecutor ordered yesterday to check very carefully the ways of financing all LGBT organisations in the country, their connections to criminal movements and their presence in schools. To this order a letter of Wojciech Wierzejski (League of Polish Families, member of Parlament) was attached. In the letter he accused "LGBT organizations of being involved with pedophiles, illegal drug-businnes". Mr. Wierzejski also wrote that he wishes to check if LGBT organizations "penetrate Polish schools" and he demands Prosecutor' intervention. This letter of Mr. Wierzejski was sent on May 12-th to the minister of justice and minister of internal affairs.

We couldn't find out why State Prosecutor engaged all prosecutors in Poland. We found out that every "detective" even those from elite departments that combat with organized crime, will now have to carefully check if they had any case connected with pedophiles or homosexuals - "This is an absurd. We are not  here to check sexual orientation of adult people. Instead of chasing criminals, now we have to spend hours digging in papers loooking for nobody knows what," - told us an anonymous officer from State Prosecutor Office."

Durczok: Do you subscribe to the opinion of Parliamentarian Wierzejski, that “parades of pedophiles and other degenerates ought to be illegal in Poland and in the European Union?” 


As far as content goes, of course I agree. Just as a parade of adulterers ought to be illegal, so too should a parade of the sort we had on Sunday be illegal as it threatens the freedom of other people and leads to what we see in Berlin, Rome and Paris, where homosexuals desecrate the Cathedral of Notre Dame. So content-wise,  I 100% agree.
I want to ask if you, sir, a representative in the Polish parliament, accept the use of these terms used to describe sexual minorities – pedophiles and degenerates?

I’m not going to transgress against  the language of the European Parliament. It would certainly be good if demonstrations involving pederasts of various sorts were to be forbidden and I’m a strong advocate of this.

Sir, I’d like to get a simple answer to this question: do you accept pedophiles and degenerates as terms to describe sexual minorities?

That would be a very interesting discussion. But I don’t think we have time to explore that subject fully.

Voting in previous Parlament on novelisation of Teacher's Charter

 

League of Polish Families proposed such statment in this Charter:

"Teacher should raise young people to life in marriage, marriage means legitimate by law relationship between man and woman." Those teachers who would publicly express views in contrary to proposed statement would have to be banned from being teachers."

In the explanation why Poland need this proposal it reads that this law lets the directors of schools "properly choose the workforce". 

"It is difficult to find logic in a situation that a person who publicly claims views that are contrary to teacher's obligation, is able to fulfill the teahcher's obligation to the state."

The novelisation was rejected of left-wing parties votes.

 

 

In September 2005 the discussion about banning homosexuals from being teachers came back:

Jaroslaw Kaczynski, President of PiS: (PiS is ruling Party now in Poland, 33,7% votes in Parlament)

 

"It is obvious - homosexualist should not be a teacher. But we in any case don't claim that homosexuals should be persecuted"

 

22.05.05, Polish Press Agency

Roman Giertych President of League of Polish Families (7,4 % votes in Parlement, in ruling coalition)

 

"For us the family, written in the name of our party, is fundamental issue. If somebody wants homosexuals to teach in schools our children, Polish children, this is the person in my opinion can not be our coaliciant" 

 

This issue was like one of the main issue to check if party is enough right-wing to be in rulling coallition after election in Poland in November 2005. So now we expect that PiS and LPR will propose this law soon. With Self-Defence they have chance to vote this law. And of course our Constitutional Tribul will protest, but the message will go directors of schools.

 

It also could happen in other way, not be written in low, but less official - let me present the very fresh example.
Vice-minister of Education, Jaroslaw Zielinski, sent on 9 March of 2006 a special "instruction" to all school curators (supervisor of education process in every region of Poland) in which he warned that anti-war, pacifist and ecological movements are very dangerous for young people and cause damage in raising process and the door of schools should be closed from people from this organisations. 22.03.06, the director of one prestigious high school in Warsaw decided that according to this instruction the debate about human rights and freedom of speech organized by high school students cannot be conducted. Director said that she did not want to expose school to making explanations to Ministry of Educations and it could expose school on unnecessary emotions in final exams period. 

In June 2006 the same letter, but about gay activist aws sent to all school curators by vice-minister od education, Mr. Orzechowski.

 

In the plans of PiS is also establishing of National Institut of Education/Raising, institution which will be controlling the whole education system in Poland. We can expect that this Institut, ruled by PiS politicians, will educate young people only about catholic views of morality (homosexuality is a perversion, abortion is a murder etc.).
