ILGA-Europe’s Constitution and Standing Orders provide that the Executive Board shall consist of 10 individuals from full member organisations, of whom at least 4 shall identify as women and at least 4 shall identify as men and that the diversity of the membership should be reflected. 

At the time of the election, if there are less candidates of one gender than necessary to have at least four who identify as women and at least four who identify as men on the Board, the remaining places reserved for that gender will remain vacant.

In addition, to the elected Executive Board, the board shall appoint an ex officio member who

is a citizen of a country member of the European Union, unless one of the elected members

meets that requirement.
